The 2007 season came to an end with the
playing of our club championship. The 2-day

event was played in ideal weather, so nobody
had any excuses. The championship was
divided into 5 flights based on indexes.

In the 1st flight, Bob Haines and Jim
Stephenson tied with net scores of 146 for 1st
place. Bob was declared the winner using the
NCGA system for breaking ties.

In the 2nd flight, John Cordero proved to be
the class of the tournament, posting a net score
of 134. The nearest competitors were Al Pavik
and Neil Kessinger with scores of 148, 14 shots
back.

In the 3rd flight, Larry Hill led the way with a
net score of 139, 3 shots better than Earl
Mattock’'s 142. Lou Leduc finished 3rd with a
score of 144.

In the 4th flight, the field was limited to 5
players since 2 players withdrew. As a result,
only the winner was recognized. Don Firanzi
posted a solid, net score of 142, which was 7
shots clear of the nearest competitor.

In the 5th flight, the competition was torrid
with only 1 shot difference between 1st and 2nd
place. Gilbert Fayette overcame Tom
Shigemoto’s 2 shot lead after the 1st round, to
win the championship with a net score of 142.
Tom posted a 143.

Additional awards were also announced.
John McCarthy won the “most improved golfer of
the year” title by lowering his index nearly 10 full
points. In the "golfer of the year” competition,
John McCarthy finished 1st with a point total of
187; Tom Shigemoto finished 2nd with 160
points; Bill Southworth made a late run taking
3rd with 147 points; Nick Economy and Bob
Haines tied for 4th with point totals of 142. Jim
Stephenson and John Cordero tied for low gross
honors, recording a 2-day total of 172.

Folsom Elks Club hosted our season ending
luncheon. Our club wishes to thank Mr. Jim
Walsh, his wife, and staff for providing us with a
terrific meal.

The following is a short and brief summary of
the SIR Branch 49er Club History for the
Members of the Club who have wondered how it
all started.

Before we started our own golf club, SIR
Branch 49 golfers played golf with SIR Branches
112 and 150, at Rancho Cordova, whose golf
chairman was John Myers. As the number of
players from our Branch grew, John felt we
should leave and form our own club. During that
time Bob Ragan helped him with the
administration of the tournaments. Later, this
helped him with the administration of the
tournaments for our new club.

Bob called a meeting of the golfers in the
Branch to see how many would be interested in
having their own golf club. About 30 members
showed up at the meeting which was held at the
Gazebo in the Folsom City Park. This all



happened in the year 1997. Everybody in
attendance agreed that we should proceed.

When we first signed everyone interested in
joining, we had 64 names and there are 18
active Charter Members still playing Golf.

Ed Smith agreed to become the handicap
chairman so he filed the necessary papers with
the NCGA for us to become a registered Golf
Club. He did all the handicapping work and Bob
took over all the other duties.

In 1998, Bob moved to Kentucky and handed
the reins over to five fellow golfers, they were:
Tom Scott, Chairman; Fred Asche, Treasurer;
Ed Smith, Handicap Chairman; Jim Hull, Golf
Course Procurer; Al Masini, Computer Posting
Chairman. Tom died in his sleep after a game of
golf and Al Masini took over the reins as Club
Chairman.

About the year 2001, Ed enlisted the help of
Bill Southworth as Handicap Chairman, sign up
sheets, and pairings for play. Al Masini
contacted the dreaded cancer and held on as
long as he could, relinquishing his position to Ed.
Mike Navone was added as a Golf Course
Procurer because of his experience of playing
just about every course in the surrounding area.
Bud White was added on as an assistant to the
chairman.

Age and health problems caught up with Ed
during the course of events, and Jim

Stephenson was appointed by the Board to
replace him. Since then, more members have
been added to the Board: Bill Southworth
enlisted Joe Lapilusa to help as handicap
chairman and Jim Stephenson brought Jack
DuBe' in as Secretary.

So, from the foresight of one man with the
assistance of others who were interested in
developing the 49er Golf Club, it has grown to a
membership of over 60 players and spread out
to play many of the courses in a 75-mile radius.
The main stay of the Board has to be Treasurer
Fred Asche, who has kept the financial status of
the Club on an even keel over all the years since
Bob Ragan moved away. He is the only
remaining Charter Member on the Board.
